Introduction to the individual assignment
Your main portfolio output for the InfoSkills course will be the design of an information skills training course. You will be able to plan an information skills training course for a relevant subject of your choice (e.g. library induction, bibliographic database searching, reference management etc.). In addition, the way in which you wish to deliver your training course (e.g. one-to-one training, small group training etc.) and the delivery methods for your course (e.g. presentation, practical session, demonstrations etc.) will be completely up to you. However, the plan for your information skills training course should include the following:
· A title 
· Aims, objectives and learning outcomes 
· A course schedule which includes the delivery methods for your course 
· Details of how you will promote your training course 
· Details of how you will deliver your training course 
· Details of how you will evaluate and benchmark your training course 
Part one of the individual assignment
The individual assignment will be split into two parts. The first part of the assignment will be due for completion on Friday 12th March (Email #18 on Week 6 of the InfoSkills course). The second part of the assignment will be handed in with your portfolio at the end of the course on Tuesday 13th April.

What you need to do...
For part one of your individual assignment, you will need to create the following:
· A title for your course 

· Aims, objectives and learning outcomes 

· A course schedule including the delivery methods for your course  (please limit your course to a maximum of one full day or two half-day sessions) 
To fulfil the requirements for this part of the assignment, you will need to choose the type of group that you wish to train and provide an explanation as to why you have chosen your particular group. For example: 

· Students (medical students, nursing or midwifery students, health economics students etc.) 

· Health professionals (doctors, nurses, NHS managers, allied health professionals, dentists etc.) 

· Researchers 

· Social care workers 

· Information assistants or information professionals 

· Patients
· Carers
You will also need to decide on which type of information skills training course you wish to deliver and provide an explanation as to why you have chosen your particular course. For example: 

· Library induction 

· Searching the library catalogue 

· Using and searching electronic resources (e.g. e-journals, e-books etc.) 

· Searching for health information on the Internet 

· Creating literature search strategies 

· Searching bibliographic databases (for e.g. Medline, Embase, Web of Science, etc.) 

· Critical appraisal 
· Reference Management (Using software such as Reference Manager, Endnote etc)
Please also remember to state how you intend to deliver your course (e.g. one-to-one training, small group training, large group training) and provide an explanation about why you have chosen this particular delivery method.  

Feedback on part one of the individual assignment...
In order to receive and provide feedback on part one of the individual assignment, you will be asked to exchange your assignment with a member of your buddy group. Each member of the buddy group will be required to provide feedback on the assignment of one member of their group. Your buddy will be asked to return your assignment (plus feedback) by the end of Week 7 (19th March, Email #22) and you will be asked to do the same for their assignment by the same deadline.
